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Metal Snowboard Bracket
Mounting Instructions
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Step #9

Go to your snowmobile. Place snowboard on the opposite side of of the pull cord.
The tail on the running boards and the tip pointing toward the rear of the snowmobile.
Snowboard should be positioned so its out of the way when you are snowmobiling.

Step #10

Look underneath the rear tunnel. Can you drill six holes here to mount the stainless
steel bracket? Are there any coolant lines in the war? Is there anything else that
prevent’s the mounting of the bracket? Look inside the tunnel where the U-side
bracket will mount to the side of the tunnel. Are there any suspension components
that will be in your way? You will have to be able to get a square aluminum plate
behind here.Your hand also has to get behind to hold the carriage bolt when
tightening the bolts that hold the U side bracket.Make sure you will be able

to do all of the above before drilling anY holes in your snowmobile. The distance
between brackets should be around 12”. If you go much further apart you will not be
able to connect straps together. Mark a spot on the top of the tunnel where the

SS Tunnel bracket is to be mounted.

Step #11

Push the ratchet release lever on the ratchet and seperate the two pieces. Remove
the Metal Snowboard bracket from the snowboard. Place the ss Tunnel bracket on
the marked spot on the top of the tunnel. Go and grab your marker and mark the 6
holes on the bracket on the top of the tunnel of your snowmobile.

Step #12
Go and get your hammer and punch. Carfully punch the center of all 6 marked spots.

Step #13
Now grab your drill with 1/4” drill bit and drill six holes in all punched marks in tunnel.
Switch drill bits to the 3/16ths and drill out the 6 holes.
